4. Listening actively - Eugene Peterson

5. Staying on task - a big learning curve for
every student is to finish strong, never
leaving things undone or working on
something sporadically and haphazardly.
Even at home, tasks must be done and
completed within a reasonable schedule.

All of the above are skills that must be learnt
and mastered for all of life, not just school
work. That's why we need to reinforce the
application of executive function in all of life
- schoolwork, family life, training for a sport
or at gym, community work and holiday
routines.
