Our children are growing up in a world 
where they are constantly told that they 
need to be the best if they are to be 
successful in life. They inevitably then start 
comparing themselves to others and 
evaluating their worth against how they 
match up. It’s the curse of comparison. 

I’ve seen this so much in the school setting 
and it breaks my heart because it robs kids 
of their identity as unique and beloved of 
God, with a gift set that is unlike others in 
their class or in the world. 

Avoiding the tendency to compare 
ourselves to others need not necessarily 
take away from a desire to perform well. If 
we have been given gifts and abilities by 
God, then certainly we should sharpen 
those abilities, bring them to a maturity and 

practise them often, but the emphasis need 
not be on being the same or better than 
someone else, maybe just better than 
ourselves the day before. 
Parents can help by paying attention to the 
strategies they use to motivate their 
children. Praising effort rather than 
outcomes, and sitting with your child to set 
goals according to their own past results 
will be more beneficial than pointing out 
other students who are doing better than 
them. 

Let’s help our kids 'run in their own lane' as 
children of God.
