Preaching through the Psalms recently, 
our Pastor Duncan shared two questions 
he and his wife ask their daughter’s teach-
er at Parent’s Evening. He said that after 
they find out how-many-piece puzzle their 
child is building and how well she is 
counting (their daughter is in preschool), 
he asks, “Does our daughter respect you 
as her teacher?” and “Is our daughter kind 
to the other children?”. 

He explained that the first question is 

about authority and the second one is 
about character. These are two things that 
they want their child to grow up with - 
recognition of authority and development 
of character. I love that perspective 
between academic achievement and 
Godly values where the Godly values are 
the most important lasting treasures. 

What are the things that you wish for your 
child as they grow up? What are the things 
that our Heavenly Father desires for our 
children?
